The electricity demand in the state
from domestic sector constitutes more than
50%, with nearly 65% of the revenue stream for
the DISCOM's in Kerala, emphasizing the critical
need for tailored demand flexibility and response
measures to strengthen grid reliability and
manage peak demand effectively with households
as the core. The forum brought together key
stakeholders from DISCOMs, regulatory bodies,
and academia to align on these shared priorities.

Smart Electric Kitchen
Sensitisation Program |

Energy Management Centre (EMC), in collaboration
with EESL and Kudumbashree, conducted the
Energy Champions Training Programme on 19th
April 2025 at the Kannambra Grama panchayath
hall, with 60 selected women taking part. This
initiative was carried out under the “Sustainable
Transport for Rural Entrepreneurs through Electric
Bicycles (STREE)” scheme, which aims to boost
the rural economy-—especially by empowering
women—through the promotion of eco-friendly
mobility solutions. As part of the scheme, 250
electric bicycles were distributed in the Palakkad
district, and another 350 are scheduled for
distribution in the Kannur district soon.

As part of Kerald’s green energy mission, the
Energy Management Centre (EMC) organized
a Sensitisation Program on Smart Electric
Kitchens on April 29, 2025, at AC Kannan
Nair Smaraka Govt. UP School, Kasaragod.
Inaugurated by Subhash Babu, Registrar, EMC,
the event showcased the ACKNS Smart Kitchen,
powered by a 20 kWp solar PV system. Serving
500 students daily with energy-efficient
electric boilers and jacketed cooking vessels,
the school has eliminated LPG and firewood use,
becoming a carbon-negative campus. Teachers
and school representatives across Kasaragod
attended, highlighting a model for clean, energy
-efficient mid-day meal preparation.
