Energy Management Centre-Kerala (EMC-Kerala)
organised a One-Day Awareness Programme on
17 October 2025 in Kozhikode for Government

The session opened with a Welcome Address
by Shri. Johnson Daniel, Head - NMEEE & DSM
(EED), EMC-Kerala, followed by a Keynote
Address from Dr. R. Harikumar, Director, EMC
-Kerala. Dr. Harikumar emphasised Kerald's
leadership in promoting energy-efficient and
sustainable building practices under the Kerala
ECSBC Rules 2025, stressing the importance of
inter-departmental awareness, coordination,
and preparedness for effective implementation.

Yogesh Karnapooshanam led detailed sessions
on ECSBC 2024 and Eco-Niwas Samhita (ENS
2024), covering applicability, compliance
pathways, performance requirements, and
sustainability integration. The workshop also
included an in-depth discussion on the Kerala
ECSBC Rules 2025, outlining the roles and
responsibilities of government departments and
local bodies within the enforcement framework.

This  programme forms part of EMC

2025 to strengthen professional capacity
across Kerald’s building sector.
